I
know it seems that we are
constantly asking for forms,
etc. to be completed or up-
dated but there are reasons
behind each of these impor-
tant papers.

The Parent Contract has four
sections each of which deal
with aspects of enrollment.
The first section explains the
tuition, deposits and other
fees related to enrollment at
The Nursery. The next sec-
tion outlines center closings

including our holiday closings.
It also discusses emergency
closings and vacations. The
third section requires parents
to sign off on our parking
regulations. We are required
by The Village to include and
enforce this policy. The final
section includes the terms of
the contract.

All of the health forms and
requirements are required by
the health department. We
must have a Universal Health
form signed by a physician
that shows that your child has
had a physical within the last
twelve months. The health
department also requires us
to maintain records of all im-
munizations and that we
make sure every child is cur-
rent. This is an ongoing re-
quirement not just annually.

One other form that is espe-
cially important and must be
signed within the past twelve
months is the Emergency
Authorization form. On this
form is all of the information

I
was careful but no one is per-
fect and mistakes or typo-
graphical errors may have
occurred. If any corrections
need to be made, make them
on the form and return it to
the office. We need to make
sure we have the correct info
in case of an emergency.

I hope these explanations
help to explain why we are
constantly bombarding you
with all of this paperwork.
Thank you for taking the time
to fill them out!
